                           Three awards will be provided annually in each Ontario Medical School, to

                           enable medical undergraduates to gain research training during the

                           summer months. The awards, valued at $4,000.00 are tenable in a

                           Department of the Medical School for a period of three months.

                           Candidates must have completed at least their first medical year, and rank

                           in the upper 20% of the class. The research project must be in the field of

                           cardiovascular/cerebrovascular disease. A description of the research

                           project must be provided. A research scientist should not supervise more

                           that one student.

                           Applications for these awards should be made to the Dean of Medicine,

                           who selects, in consultation with members of his Faculty, the winners of

                           the awards. The Dean’s office shall forward the names, year of study and

                           project outlines of the three successful awardees to the Research

                           Department, Heart and Stroke Foundation of Ontario, by March 31st.

                           At the completion of the awards the candidates must forward a written

                           report of the project to:
