Autoclave
1.   Before using the autoclave, check that no items were left inside by the previous user that could pose a hazard.
2.   Check level of water in the reservoir. If full, drain and add water to the low level and replace.
3.   Fill the chamber with water to the hole on heater cover.
4.   Load the autoclave properly as per manufacturer’s recommendations.
5.   Loosen the caps of bottles with liquids before loading to prevent shattering during pressurization.
6.   Make sure bottles are not overfilled (<2/3 full) to prevent liquids from boiling over.
7.   Check that plastic materials are compatible with being autoclaved.  Check glassware for cracks.
8.   Items must be in heat-resistant plastic or stainless steel trays on a shelf/rack.  Trays must have a solid bottom and walls to catch the full volume in the event of a spill.
9. Make sure the autoclave door is fully closed and latched and the correct cycle is selected before starting the cycle.
10. At the beginning of the load run, check to ensure that there are no steam leaks from around the gasket.
11. Do not stack or store combustible materials next to an autoclave (cardboard, plastic, volatile or flammable liquids).
12. Complete and sign the Autoclave Checklist (Pre Use/Daily Maintenance/Log sheet).
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
