	POTENTIAL HAZARDS

· EXPOSURE TO BIOLOGICALS/CHEMICALS

                 (SKIN, RESPIRATORY)

· INJURY TO EYES & SKIN FROM UV LIGHT


Personal Protective Equipment

· latex/nitrile gloves, buttoned lab coat, closed toed shoes
All work must be done behind the grill.

Maintain integrity of “air curtain”

· Keep the sash as low as possible.
· Do not overfill cabinet.

· Do not allow grill to become obstructed.
· Minimize air currents outside the cabinet.
· Enter or exit straight through the front, with slow motions; do not “sweep” your arms.
· Allow cabinet to stabilize after movements.

· Do not work with open flames.

Waste materials
· Keep a container of 10% bleach inside hood for decontamination of pipets, media, etc.
· Keep waste in a biohazard bag in “dirty” area until finished.

· Remove contaminated gloves in the hood.

· Put on clean gloves to finish disposal procedure; tie or tape bag in hood before transferring to red biohazard bag.

Spills

· Clean immediately, following appropriate spill procedures.

Clean up

· Disinfect interior surfaces of cabinet with 70% ethanol.
· Surface-disinfect objects in contact with contaminated material before removal from the cabinet.
· Allow the cabinet to run for 5 minutes with no activity.
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
