Note:  As a means of personal protection, the cabinet merely
complements careful work practices.

PERSONAL:

· Protective Equipment

  * latex/nitrile gloves      
      * buttoned lab coat
· Be organized.  Have all materials ready to avoid unnecessary movements in and out of the hood. 
PREPARE CABINET:

· Turn on the light to avoid eye strain.  Ensure UV light is off.
· Turn the blower on at least 5 minutes prior to commencing work.
· Keep the sash as low as possible.

· Minimize air currents near the cabinet that might adversely affect the “air curtain” within the cabinet.
PREPARE WORK SURFACE:

· Clear the air intake and exhaust grill of all obstructions.
· Spray work area with 70% EtOH to disinfect.  Allow to evaporate.
· Place materials in a manner that will avoid excess hand and arm movements (a clean area, a work area and a dirty area).
· Prepare 10% bleach container for decontamination.
