SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS FOR
WATER/HEATING BATH

	POTENTIAL HAZARDS

· ELECTRIC SHOCK
· BURNS, SCALDS


1.   Routinely check integrity of all components.

2.   Do not allow cord to contact hot surfaces.

3.   Do not immerse cord, plug or unit in water.

4.   Check the temperature with a thermometer prior to use.
5.   Set the thermostat well below the flash point of the heating liquid in

  use (see MSDS).  Materials to be heated must be compatible with the

  heating liquid.
6.   Oil expands in volume when heated; overfilling should be avoided.

7.   Material heated in an oil bath should be mounted in a way that allows

  it to be quickly and easily removed from the bath in an emergency.

8.   Do not touch hot surfaces.

9.   Do not allow bath to run dry.
10.  Do not move when in use.  Do so only after liquid inside has cooled.
11.  Unplug before cleaning, filling or emptying.

12. When using a water bath:

· Clean regularly; a disinfectant, such as a phenolic detergent, can be added to the water.

· Avoid using sodium azide to prevent growth of microorganisms as it forms explosive compounds with some metals.

· Raise the temperature to 90oC or higher for 30 minutes once a week for decontamination purposes.
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
