KEEP UNIT AWAY FROM FLAMMABLES, EXPLOSIVES OR HIGHLY REACTIVE SUBSTANCES.

ROTORS, BUCKETS, TUBES & CHAMBER:
· EXAMINE FOR DEFECTS, CORROSION, DEBRIS OR SPILLS.

ROTOR:  LOWER CAREFULLY AND FASTEN SECURELY
· DO NOT EXCEED MAXIMUM RECOMMENDED SPEED.
· IF ROTOR HAS A LID, FASTEN SECURELY.
· NEVER STOP A ROTOR MANUALLY.
BUCKETS/TUBES:  USE TUBES/BOTTLES DESIGNED FOR THE ROTOR.
· TUBES SHOULD NOT BE OVER- OR UNDER- FULL.
· **BALANCE BUCKETS AND LOAD SYMMETRICALLY**
· ALL POSITIONS OF A SWING-BUCKET ROTOR SHOULD BE LOADED WITH BUCKETS OF THE SAME TYPE.

· BUCKETS CONTAINING BIOHAZARDOUS SAMPLES MUST BE FITTED WITH AEROSOL-TIGHT LIDS.  INSPECT O-RINGS REGULARLY AND REPLACE IF CRACKED OR DRY.
ENSURE MAIN LID IS LOCKED.

AFTER BEGINNING RUN:
· DO NOT LEAVE UNTIL FULL SPEED IS ATTAINED.

· DO NOT BUMP AGAINST OR LEAVE ITEMS ON CENTRIFUGE.
· DO NOT RUN CONTINUOUSLY AT THE SPEED WHERE NORMAL VIBRATION OCCURS (i.e. “Critical Speed”)
SPILLS:
· KEEP LID CLOSED 30 MINUTES TO SETTLE AEROSOLS.  CLEAN ACCORDING TO APPROPRIATE SPILL PROTOCOL.
DISCONNECT TO SERVICE.
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
