1. Locate on a level, dry surface, where vibration won’t cause nearby items to fall.

2. Leave space on each side to ensure proper ventilation (~10 cm; see manual for recommendation on specific unit).

3. Do not locate near flammable or combustible substances.  Such items should be kept at a minimum distance of 12 in. (30 cm).
4. Ensure power supply matches unit requirements; unit must also be grounded.
5. Set up a cleaning/inspection schedule for rotors & buckets.

6. Affix appropriate safety signs, depending on use (e.g. biohazard, radioactive).

7. All users must be trained by designated personnel in the proper use and care of the centrifuge, accessories & rotors.
8. Bench top centrifuges should be anchored by suction cups; floor models by wheel brakes.
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
