	POTENTIAL HAZARDS

· BIOLOGICAL EXPOSURE

· CORROSIVE & POISONOUS CHEMICALS

· BURNS
· ELECTRICAL SHOCK


· All items should be labeled with name, date and contents.

· Remove items promptly when you are done with them.

· Clean spills immediately.

· Troubleshooting may expose you to high voltages, and should only be done by trained personnel.

· Sterile, distilled water is preferred in the humidity pan and should be changed frequently to avoid contamination; do not allow level to fluctuate significantly.

· If unit has a sterilization cycle, interior surfaces will become very hot.  Do not touch interior during the cycle.

· Refer to the SOP “Safety Procedures for Use of Compressed Gases” when you need to change a gas tank.

FYRITE TESTING OF CO2 LEVEL

· Personal protective equipment: lab coat, gloves, closed toed shoes, eye protection.

· Never depress the plunger valve when the Fyrite is inverted, as the fluid is corrosive and poisonous.
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
