ALWAYS THINK AND LOOK BEFORE TOUCHING

ANY PART OF THE APPARATUS
PERSONAL PROTECTION MEASURES
· Gloves, lab coat, remove metal jewelry
ELECTRICAL SAFETY GUIDELINES
· Routinely check the integrity of all components of the equipment (electrical connections, shielded banana plugs).
· WAIT at least 5 minutes after stopping a run before handling output leads or the gel box.
· NEVER connect or disconnect wire leads when the red indicator light at the Start/Stop key is on or when “RUNNING” is displayed.
· With dry hands, connect one lead at a time, using one hand only (black to black, red to red).
· Do not ignore safety guidelines even if voltage is low.  Voltages can

     change at any time for a variety of reasons.
· Keep the apparatus away from conductive materials, metals, sinks or

     other water sources.
· Do not override safety devices.
· Do not run equipment unattended.
CHEMICAL SAFETY GUIDELINES

· Read MSDS for chemicals being used.  Note that ethidium bromide is

     a carcinogen.  Use appropriate precautions.
· Prevent spills by mixing gels on a plastic tray.  If there is a spill, stop the run and clean spill immediately.
· Decontaminate surfaces with ethanol.  Dispose of all clean-up

     materials as hazardous waste.
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
