PURPOSE

This procedure describes the stepwise standard operation of the Nisco Encapsulation Unit Var V1.

RATIONALE

The Encapsulation Unit is used for making cell capsules.

SCOPE

All trained technicians, research fellows and students are required to follow the SOP for operating and maintaining the Encapsulation Unit.

REFERENCE

Manual for the Nisco Encapsulation Unit Var V1.

PROCEDURE

1. Turn on the encapsulation unit and the pump.

2. Set up the flow rate.

3. Install the part, needle and adjust the height between the surface of CaCl2 solution and the tip of the needle.

4. Connect the syringe to the plastic tube and the electrode to the part.

5. Fix the syringe on the pump.

6. Adjust the speed of the stir bar.

7. Make sure the door is closed before switching on the current.

8. Press “ON” to set the voltage (typically at 7 kV).

9. Press “RUN” to start making capsules.  During the process, check that there is no leak and no disconnection.

10. Do not open the door at any time while current is switched “ON.”

11. Press “STOP” and “OFF” when the mixture in the syringe is empty, or to terminate encapsulation.

12. Turn off the pump and encapsulation unit.

It is the responsibility of the USER to report any damage or malfunction of this equipment to the emergency contact person listed.  You are required to leave a note on the equipment describing the problem and including your name and date the problem occurred.
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
