	POTENTIAL HAZARDS
· LASER EXPOSURE
         (irreparable damage to skin & eyes)
· ELECTRICAL SHOCK

· BURNS

· BIOLOGICAL CONTAMINATION


1. Lasers are fully contained inside and do not require extra precautions except when being serviced by trained personnel.

· Operate with the optics cover in place and instrument lids closed.

· Do not modify the optics cover or laser shielding.

· Do not remove “caution” labels or laser light can escape.

2. Routinely inspect electrical components.

3. Do not touch the fan guards at rear, which may be a heat hazard.

4. Do not attempt to access instrument handles or attempt to lift the instrument with them.

5. Treat all waste as a biological hazard:

· Personal protective equipment – lab coat, gloves and eyewear, as necessary.

· Place machine on STNDBY before disconnecting waste.
· Empty waste after each experiment.
· Decontaminate waste with 10% bleach; wait 20 minutes before disposal.

· Use appropriate lifting technique for waste container.
