· DO NOT use for storage of:

a. Food
b. Flammable substances
· All samples should be labeled (contents, owner’s name and date) and stored in labeled boxes/racks.
· When storing reagents in freezer, quantities and separation for storing Dangerous Goods applies.

· Wear lab coat and insulated gloves when working at the freezer.
· Keep accurate records of where samples are stored and when they are used.
· Do NOT keep the door open any longer than is necessary.  Know your sample location before retrieving or returning it.
· Brush frost off door and gasket, to keep it free of ice build up. especially in the summer when humidity is increased.
· Disconnect power before defrosting or performing any other service procedure.
· Place absorbent diapers or paper towels on the floor to soak up water from melting frost/ice, and place WET FLOOR sign in immediate vicinity to prevent injury to other people.
