1. Ensure appropriate electrical hook-ups are made, including proper grounding.  The receptacle shouldn’t be able to be turned off with a switch.  Extension cords are to be used only when necessary, for short time periods.

2. There should be a minimum of 3 inches of space on all sides and top of the unit.  Ensure unit has been leveled.
3. Do not locate near heat sources or flammables.  Area should have a temperature between 0oC & 43oC.

4. Cool to desired temperature before using.
5. Affix appropriate safety signs to unit (e.g. ‘Biohazard’).
6. Set up a maintenance schedule.  Defrosting should be done when frost builds up to about ¼ inch, or at least once per year.  Do not use sharp instruments, flammables or abrasives.  Keep exterior free from excessive dust.
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
