LIQUID NITROGEN GUIDELINES

· REFER TO SAFETY BULLETIN FOR LIQUID NITROGEN.
· DO NOT TOUCH COLD COMPONENTS (VIALS, COIL HOUSING) WITH BARE SKIN.

· ADD TO UNIT UNTIL ~1/3 FULL.  WHEN BOILING SUBSIDES, ADD TO FILL LINE GRADUALLY.  DO NOT OVERFILL. 
· CLOSE LID SLOWLY TO AVOID SPLASHING.

· VISUALLY INSPECT LIQUID NITROGEN LEVEL BEFORE EACH RUN AND DURING EXTENDED RUNS.  TOP UP AS NEEDED.

OPERATING GUIDELINES
· CHECK POLYCARBONATE CYLINDERS FOR CRACKS BEFORE USE.

· DO NOT RUN WITHOUT THE VIAL AND IMPACTOR, WHICH CAN LEAD TO COIL DAMAGE.

· DO NOT FORCE AN END PLUG INTO A COLD POLYCARBONATE CYLINDER.

· CLEAN SPILLS PROMPTLY WITH UNIT AT ROOM TEMP.

· UNPLUG BEFORE CLEANING OR MAINTENANCE PROCEDURES.
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
