1.  Unit should be installed only by qualified service personnel.
2.  Locate on a sturdy, level floor, away from flammables, acids, & corrosive

 gases.  Keep out of direct sunlight and areas of high humidity.  Do not place

 where it is likely to be splashed.
3.  There should be a minimum of 3 inches of space on all sides and top of the

 unit.

4.  Ensure that there is a dedicated, suitable power source, including proper

 grounding.

5.  Where possible, have alarm point connections set up.  Refer to maintenance

 group within your building. 

6.  Clean dust from the power supply, initially and periodically.

7.  Be sure shelves are secure.

8.  Cool to desired temperature before filling.

9.  Affix appropriate safety labels to front (e.g. ‘Biohazard’).

10.  Set up a maintenance schedule.  Defrosting should be done when frost builds

 up to about ¼ inch, or at least once per year.  Do not use sharp instruments,

 flammables or abrasives.  Keep exterior free from excessive dust.

11.  Disconnect to service.
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
