1. Ensure electrical requirements are met, including proper grounding and polarization.  Pump switch should be ‘off’ when making connections.
2. Place unit on a level surface strong enough to hold the weight of the press.

3. Hydraulic fluid must be at proper level; the recommended viscosity will depend on the ambient operating conditions.  See manual.
4. Verify proper operation as per manual after installation of French pressure cell press and French pressure cell.
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
