1. Fridges should be designed for lab use; electric fans and motors on household units may provide an ignition source.

2. Ensure correct electrical hook-up is made, including grounding.

3. Avoid using a frost-free fridge (fire & electrical hazard).

4. Post required hazard signs (e.g. ‘Biohazard’) on the unit.

5. Establish a cleaning schedule, for both interior & exterior.  This should include cleaning dust from the plug pins.
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
