GENERAL GUIDELINES FOR

HOT AND COLD ROOMS

HONEYWELL DR4500 CONTROLLER
· Alarms are set to 6oC.
· Charts are set for 30 day cycle.  Store charts in _____________

· Do not adjust controller electronics as this will result in room failure or out-of-spec conditions.
· Control panel should be kept locked at all times to avoid tampering by unauthorized persons.
HONEYWELL T775 CONTROLLER
· Alarms are set 6 degrees above and below setpoint.
· This is an independent alarm device in case the main DR4500 controller fails.
· No maintenance required.
ALARM
· When activated, triggers horn and alarm light (low or high temperature).
· Silence alarm by pushing ‘silence’ button, which silences horn only; the alarm will remain engaged if temperature is outside range.
· Alarm is local (and remote, if available) – local provides visual and audible alarms while remote is to be tied into building automation system (if available).
CONTROLS

· Post user emergency contact numbers on front of room.
· Lock room if it is accessible to the general public or if it contains BSL2 biological agents.
MAINTENANCE

· Check rooms weekly for signs of mold, mildew, metal degeneration.
· Check equipment for electrical integrity.
· Check emergency exit function.
· Clean room on a regular schedule.
· Test alarms regularly.
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
