1.  Routinely check integrity of apparatus.
2.  Keep the air opening free of debris.
3.  Do not operate in the presence of aerosols.
4.  Do not place bulb close to combustible materials or those adversely

 affected by heat or drying.
5.  Do not operate near a water source.  Prevent contact with all liquids,

 moisture, or metal objects.
6.  Maintain a distance of at least 18 inches from the object being heated.
7.  Do not leave unattended.
8.  Do not touch the bulb when on, as the temperature is sufficient to

 cause burns.
9.  Do not stare at the lamp while in operation.
10. Do not scratch or scrape bulb on hard surfaces, as this may cause

      minute cracks.

11. Unplug after using and before cleaning.
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
