Laser printers are safe when used occasionally and serviced regularly.  Risks to health (respiratory irritation in particular) increase if the instrument is used extensively, is poorly positioned or poorly maintained.
1. Ensure power supply matches requirements and that printer is properly grounded.

2. Do not locate in direct sunlight, near drafts, heat sources or water sources.

3. It is preferable to locate the printer away from work areas to decrease worker exposure to particle emissions (toner powder) and gases (ozone and nitrogen oxide).
4. Ventilation ports must remain clear.
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
