	POTENTIAL HAZARDS
· PHYSICAL (pinching or crushing) INJURY FROM HIGH FORCE & RAPID MOTION OF ACTUATOR / CROSSHEAD
· FLYING DEBRIS FROM SPECIMEN FAILURE
· ELECTRICAL SHOCK


· Stay clear of the area between the grips or fixtures during actuator or crosshead movement.
· Before using, set the crosshead travel limit stops.

· Disconnect before maintenance or if removing safety covers from electrical components or rotating machinery.  If covers must be off while running, tie back hair & loose clothing.

· Test the Emergency Stop switch after replacing the base cover.

· Shut down and de-pressurize before disconnecting any hydraulic coupling.  Secure pressurized hoses to prevent them from whipping around.

· Disconnect gas and de-pressurize before releasing gas connections.

· Protect electrical cables from being disconnected or damaged.
· Use gloves if working with extreme temperatures.  Place a sign informing others of temperature hazard.
· Routinely inspect integrity of all components.
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
