	POTENTIAL HAZARDS

· CUTS


1.  Wear personal protective equipment:

· gloves

· lab coat

· eye protection, if necessary
· face protection, if necessary
2.  Routinely inspect integrity of all components.
3.  Microtome hand wheel should be in the locked position before

  positioning and removing paraffin blocks.
4.  Ensure the knife guard is in position before switching blocks, or

  if microtome is temporarily left unattended. 

5.  ALWAYS PAY CLOSE ATTENTION whenever you change the

  microtome blade, and when you insert and remove blocks from

  the holder.
6.  Ensure the blade sits correctly on the knife holder.
7.  ALWAYS wipe the microtome blade in a direction away from the

  knife edge.
8.  Ensure distractions will be at a minimum.
9.  Discard blades in a sharps container.

10.  Unplug and remove blade before any maintenance procedure.
