1. Read the operating instructions.  Not all microwaves are the same.

2. Set up in a location away from flammables & combustibles; leave a minimum 5 cm space at rear and around sides for ventilation.

3. Ensure plug can be easily unplugged in the event of fire.

4. As a general rule, do not use extension cords; if necessary, for a short time only, ensure a good connection between the cord and extension.
5. Do not disable any safety features (e.g. screen on door).
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
