· KEEP JEWELRY, LONG HAIR, TIES, LANYARDS, etc. AWAY FROM OPENING.
· FOLLOW ALL MANUFACTURER’S SUGGESTIONS FOR USE.
· FEED PAPER IN SMOOTHLY; DO NOT FORCE.
· IF FORWARD/REVERSE ACTIONS DO NOT DISLODGE PAPER JAM, DISCONNECT AND CALL SERVICE PERSONNEL.
· IF MOTOR OVERHEATS, TURN OFF FOR AT LEAST 15 MINUTES TO COOL.
· TO MINIMIZE HEAT BUILD UP, PAUSE BETWEEN FEEDS THE AMOUNT OF TIME IT TAKES FOR ONE FEED.
· NEVER RUN A SHREDDER CONTINUOUSLY UNTIL IT THERMALLY SHUTS DOWN.
· LOCATE NEAR A FIRE EXTINGUISHER IF POSSIBLE.
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
