	POTENTIAL HAZARDS
· IMPLOSION, EXPLOSION
· BURNS

· CHEMICAL EXPOSURE

· FIRE (ELECTRICAL, ORGANIC SOLVENT)

· FROSTBITE (DRY ICE)


1. Personal protective equipment:

· Use adequate shielding for face & eyes 
· Lab coat

· Thermal gloves

2. Check integrity of unit, including electrical connection.

3. Use in fume hood.

4. Be aware of properties of all chemicals used.  Do not allow mixture of incompatible chemicals.  See MSDS.

5. Use appropriate glassware designed to withstand pressure, e.g. Pyrex.  Always inspect for scratches or star cracks.  Do not use if damaged.  Vessels larger than 1 litre should be taped or enclosed in mesh.
6. Keep organic solvents away from electrical components or hot bath.

7. The bath shouldn’t exceed the boiling point of the solvent.

8. Rotation speed and vacuum application should be increased gradually.

9. Do not leave unattended.
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
