USE IN FUME HOOD OR BIOLOGICAL SAFETY CABINET in case of aerosol production.  Aerosols are less likely to be formed if the probe is inserted far enough into the solution.

DO NOT:  remove the generator cover or converter case

 operate generator with converter disconnected
ENSURE PROBE IS SECURELY ATTACHED to the converter.

PROBE SHOULD NOT TOUCH SAMPLE CONTAINER, to avoid fractures.
INSPECT the system components routinely (while turned ‘off’ and unplugged).
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
