1. Locate unit on a stable surface, away from hazardous or explosive materials, in an area where it isn’t likely to be splashed.  It should not be subject to extremes of temperature or humidity and not placed in direct sunlight.
2. Do not position in proximity to other heat-producing equipment.  Keep a minimum distance of 30 cm from walls or other equipment.
3. Ensure power supply matches requirements, including proper grounding.

4. Maintain good ventilation around the unit.

5. Do not place objects under unit, e.g. bench paper.

6. Once positioned, reproduce typical operating conditions, particularly the running of nearby heat-producing equipment.  Run a protocol to warm up the machine and measure the air temperature at the air intake vents.
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
