1. Ensure electrical supply corresponds to requirements, including proper grounding.
2. Do not expose to extreme humidity or temperature, direct sunlight, or air currents.

3. Surface must be able to bear the weight (approximately 350 lbs.).

4. There should be a minimum 5 cm clearance at sides and back, and 4 ft. above, or as recommended.  Increase distances if the room temperature >30oC.

5. Adequate ventilation is important.  If applicable, vent exhaust into the ceiling space or outdoors.

6. It is advisable to use surge protectors for both instrument and computer.
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
