1. Ensure power supply corresponds to requirements, including grounding.
2. Locate in a level area that is well-ventilated, with at least 6 inches of clearance on all sides (or as recommended).  It should not be exposed to heat-producing equipment, solvents or flammables.  Do not position where vibrations will cause items to fall from nearby shelves.
3. Secure the locking stabilizers to prevent unintended movement.
4. Prepare a log book to record User's Name; Date of Use; Run Time; Run Speed, Rotor Serial Number.
5. Designate a dry storage area for the rotor.
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
