1. Individuals using the ultracentrifuge/airfuge MUST have appropriate training by designated staff member.
2. CHAMBER:
· Check that the centrifuge chamber, drive spindle, and tapered mounting surface of the rotor are clean, dry, and free of scratches or burrs.
3.  ROTOR:

· Use only the rotors and accessories designed for this instrument.  Use proper lifting techniques.
· Lower rotor carefully and fasten securely (lid also).
· Never exceed the maximum rated speed for the rotor.
4.  BUCKETS/TUBES:

· Examine tubes, buckets, seals and lids for cracks and mechanical defects.  Replace any worn or damaged o-rings.
· Ensure centrifuge buckets/tubes are balanced and positioned symmetrically.  They should not be over-full.
5.  Metal-on-metal contact points and o-rings may need to be

     treated prior to use.   See specifics in the instruction manual
     for the rotor you are using.
6.  Sign the user log book.
