· Personal protective equipment:

· Check the integrity of the electrical connections.

· Before beginning, ensure the sample holder is empty and the cuvette adapter isn’t in place. 

· Do NOT take measurements with the sample chamber open.

· If a spill occurs, unplug the unit to prevent any possibility of electrical shock.  Clean promptly.
· Dispose of all samples in the proper manner.
