STANDARD OPERATING PROCEDURE

WATER DISTILLER

Pre-start:

1. Do not operate without the protective front cover in place.

2. Ensure unit is grounded and power supply matches requirements.

Use:

1. Close boiler drain clamp.

2. Turn on water at a rate of 120-140 mL/minute.

3. Do not use soft water as boiler feed.  The high alkalinity will attack the glass heaters.

4. Allow boiler to fill until constant level chamber is discharging water to the drain.

5. Turn power switch on.  Light and heater should come on.

6. Distillate is produced after ~5 minutes.  Adjust water source to a rate that produces a slight wisp of steam exiting the condenser vent.

7. Scale build-up from hard water should be removed by acid cleaning (e.g. a commercial de-scaler or vinegar) after 15-20 hours of operation, or as per manual.

8. If applicable, change charcoal filter as recommended by manufacturer.
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
