SAFETY GUIDELINES FOR

ELECTRICAL CORDS

POTENTIAL HAZARDS

· ELECTRICAL SHOCK

· FIRE

BEFORE USE

· A cord set not marked for outdoor use must be used indoors (see UL label for outdoor marking).

· Inspect thoroughly before each use.  DO NOT USE IF DAMAGED.

· Look for the number of watts on the item to be plugged into the cord.

· See product and/or label on cord for specific wattage.

· Do not plug more than the specified number of watts into the cord.

· Do not run through doorways, holes in ceiling, walls or floors.

· Make sure appliance is OFF before connecting cord to outlet.
· FULLY INSERT plug into outlet.

· Do not remove, bend or modify any metal prongs or pins of cord.

· Do not use excessive force to make connections.

· Do not connect a three-prong plug to a two-hole cord.

DURING USE

· Keep away from water.

· DO NOT USE WHEN WET.

· Keep children and animals away from cord.

· Do not plug one extension cord into another.

· AVOID OVERHEATING.  Uncoil cord and do not cover it with any material.

· Do not drive, drag or place objects over cord.

· Do not walk on cord.

AFTER USE

· GRASP PLUG FIRMLY to remove from outlet.

· Always store cord indoors.

· Always unplug when not in use.

· Do not unplug by pulling on cord.
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
